The inkstone maker, Kai Amehata Suzuri Honpo, was founded by Amemiya Magoemon in 1690 and has a history of
over 330 years. The local tradition is that the district’ s inkstone production began when Magoemon discovered a black
rock on the bed of a tributary of the River Fuji while on a pilgrimage to Mt. Minobu. The company’ s inkstones rose to
national prominence in 1784 when its fourth-generation head presented an inkstone to lenari, the future 11t Tokugawa
Shogun.
